











Handling of standard and rechargeable batteries

Removing the battery

» Open the battery compartment com-
pletely.

3 » Normally the battery drops out when
&g the compartment is completely open.
T If the battery does not come out,

lightly tap the instrument or push the
battery out with a pencil as shown.

i » Do not throw used batteries into household trash.
Return them to your Hearing Care Professional for
environmentally correct disposal.
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Handling of standard and rechargeable batteries

Battery compartment lock

Your hearing instruments are equipped with a battery
compartment lock. This prevents the unintentional remo-
val of the batteries from their compartment.

» Open the battery compartment to the first stop.

» Push the small slide to the right.
The battery compartment can now only be opened up to
the first stop.

Unlock
» Open the battery compartment to the first stop.
» Push the small slide to the left.
The battery compartment can now be opened
completely.

Power-on delay

Your hearing instruments are equipped with a ,power-
on-delay” feature which can be activated by your Hearing
Care Professional. This allows you to turn the hearing
instrument on with an automatic delay, so that you may
insert the hearing instrument into your ear without experi-
encing unpleasant feedback (whistling).

The delay can be programmed by your Hearing Care Pro-
fessional to be 6, 12 or 18 seconds.
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Changing the hearing program

Via push button
(only Motion M and Motion P)

Your hearing instruments offer up to 5 hearing programs
for specific listening environments.

Each time you press the program button, your hearing
instruments switch to the next program, confirming each
change with an acoustic signal.

Example
» Turn your hearing instruments on.
It is automatically in program 1. You want to change to
program 2.
» Press the program button once.
You hear the acoustic signal for program 2.
You are now in program 2.

Via remote control
» Refer to the remote control user guide.

If you are wearing two hearing instruments, the hearing
program will be changed on both instruments simultane-
ously if e2e wireless 2.0 is activated.

Your Hearing Care Professional can write down the per-
sonal program configuration of your hearing instrument
on page 33.

Your Hearing Care Professional can activate or deactivate
the acoustic signals in your hearing instruments.



Changing the volume 10

The volume of your hearing instruments is controlled au-
tomatically and there is no need to manually adjust it.

Via volume control
(only Motion M VC and Motion P)

Should you prefer manual volume control, your Hearing
Care Professional can program the hearing instrument for
manual adjustment.

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Audio input

Your hearing instrument is equipped with an audio input.
Together with an audio shoe it enables the connection
between the hearing instrument and e.g. an FM system,
tape recorder, television or an infrared device. This way
the sound is coming directly from the sound source. That
can be useful for adults in difficult listening situations and
for children in classrooms.

NOTICE

» Use only the F5 or L5 audio shoes (labelled inside the
audio shoe). They are designed exclusively for the
your hearing instruments.

With the audio shoe L5 attached, the battery compart-
ment switch is disabled and the hearing system can only
be switched off via push button or remote control.

With the audio shoe F5 attached, the battery compart-
ment switch can still be used for the ON/OFF
function.

A\ WARNING

Risk of injuries caused by electric shock!

» Connect audio input only to device conform to
IEC 60065. (IEC-Norm for audio, video and other elec-
tronic devices.)

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Telephoning

AutoPhone™ function

With the AutoPhone™ function, your hearing instrument
will automatically switch to the telephone program when
you hold a telephone handset near your hearing instru-
ment (*). It will return to the previously used hearing
program after you have finished speaking and have moved
the handset away from the hearing instrument.

(*) AutoPhone magnet accessory

Not all telephones produce a magnetic field strong en-
ough to activate the AutoPhone function. In this case, use
the AutoPhone magnet, enclosed in your hearing instru-
ment package, and attach it to the telephone receiver to
activate the AutoPhone function.

i » See the AutoPhone magnet user guide for instruc-
tions on how to position the magnet.
» Use only the magnet that is delivered with the hea-
ring instrument.

Manual telephone program
» Select the telephone program manually by using the
program button.

The telephone program can be set to microphone mode or
telecoil mode. Your Hearing Care Professional will program
your hearing instrument to fit your individual require-
ments.



Telephoning

A\ CAUTION

Magnets may interfere with the operation of life suppor-

ting systems (e.g. pacemakers, magnetic valves).

» Use a magnet only if not in doubt about the safe di-
stance.

» The safe distance between pacemaker and magnet
should be at least 10 cm (4 inches).

A\ CAUTION

Choking hazard posed by domes.
» Keep magnets out of the reach of children. If swallo-
wed consult a physician or a hospital.

NOTICE

Magnets pose risks to electronics and magnetic storage

mediums when placed in close proximity.

» Do not to set magnets near computers, color moni-
tors, television sets, floppy discs, video/audio tapes
and other electronic equipment.

i When operating the hearing instrument in T-coil
mode, the wireless function may cause a pulsing noi-
se. In this case use the remote control with a distance
greater than 10 cm (4 inches).
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e2e wireless 2.0

Your hearing instruments are equipped with e2e (ear-to-
ear) wireless 2.0 technology.

Advantages of the wireless functionality:

= Automatically adjusts both hearing instruments simulta-
neously to different listening situations.

= Allows use of accessories, e.g. a remote control.

= Provides synchronization of the settings in the system. If
you change the volume or program on one hearing in-
strument, the other hearing instrument is automatically
adjusted.

Your Hearing Care Professional can activate or deactivate
the wireless functionality of your hearing instruments.

i The performance of e2e wireless 2.0 may be affected
by electromagnetic interference — e.g. from a compu-
ter monitor or halogen lamp system controlled by a
switching power supply.

» Move away from the source of interference if you
experience difficulty.



Maintenance and care : I 4

Your hearing instruments are highly sensitive systems.

Proper care and handling will ensure the best possible

performance.

» Clean instruments regularly to prevent damage to the
hearing instruments and to avoid health problems.

» Clean your hearing instruments with a soft, dry tissue,
as necessary.

» Place your hearing instruments in a "dry aid kit" with a
special moisture-attracting capsule overnight.

» Ask your Hearing Care Professional for special care sets
and further information on how to keep your hearing
instruments in good condition.

NOTICE

» Do not put the hearing instruments in
water.

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Troubleshooting tips 16

Your hearing instruments are extremely reliable devices.
Should a problem occur, it can usually be corrected
quickly. Use these troubleshooting tips to resolve simple
issues.

Problem Possible solution

Sound is weak Replace/recharge empty battery.
Clean earmold.
